LITERATURE REVIEW
A literature review is a written document that presents a logically argued case founded on a comprehensive understanding of the current state of knowledge about a topic of study. 
The literature review process:
1. Select a topic - 
2. Search the literature – use skimming, scanning and mapping the data.
3. Survey the literature – assemble, organizes, and analyzes the data to present the current knowledge on the topic.
 One method that has proven effective is the chart method, where each individual source is charted according to predetermined categories.
