Exercise № 2
Look at the statements numbered 1-10; if the statement is true put T, F if the statement is false or N if there is no information given
1. A maid servant living alone in a house far from the river had gone up-stairs to bed about eleven.
2. And then all of a sudden he broke out in a great flame of fury, stamping with his foot, brandishing the cane, and carrying on (as the maid described it) like a madman.
3. The stick with which the deed had been done, although it was of some rare and very tough and heavy wood, had broken in the middle under the stress of this insensate  cruelty; and one splintered half had rolled in the neighbouring kerb — the other, without doubt, had been carried away by the murderer.
4. A purse and a gold watch were found under the victim: but no cards or papers, except a sealed and stamped envelope, which he had been probably carrying to the post, and which bore the name and address of Mr. Utterson.
5. ‘And perhaps you can help us to the man.’ And he briefly told what the maid had seen, and showed the broken stick.
6. Mr. Utterson had already quailed at the name of Hyde; but when the stick was laid before him, he doubted a bit longer; broken and battered as it was, he recognized it for one that he had himself presented many years before to Henry Jekyll.
7. The thoughts of his mind, besides, were of the gloomiest dye; and when he glanced at the companion of his drive, he was under  the conscious of some touch of that terror of the law and the law’s officers, which may at times assail the most honest. 
8. In the whole extent of the house, which but for the old woman was otherwise empty, Mr. Hyde had only used a couple of rooms; but these were furnished with luxury and good taste.
9. From these embers the inspector disinterred the butt-end of a green cheque-book, which had resisted the action of the fire; the other half of the stick was located behind the door and as this clinched his suspicions, the officer declared himself delighted.
