	1.
	dignified adjective
someone who is dignified behaves in a calm way that people respect:
He was handsome and dignified.
a. used about people's behaviour: She maintained a dignified silence.
I made what I hoped was a dignified exit.
b. used about places and events: these ancient and dignified Italian towns
a dignified ceremony
	opposite UNDIGNIFIED

	2.
	log  noun [count] 
a thick piece of wood cut from a tree:
a roaring log fire

	3.
	bent  adjective
1	a bent object has a curved or twisted shape: bent railings
2	INFORMAL dishonest: a bent copper (=police officer)
3	an offensive word used to describe a gay person

	4.
	inn  noun 
a small hotel or PUB, especially one in the country
a. used in the names of hotels:
the Holiday Inn, Edinburgh

	5.
	salver  noun [count]
a flat metal object like a large plate, used for serving food or drinks

	6.
	rivulet  noun [count]
a small stream of liquid

	7.
	gaily  adverb
1	in a happy and lively way:
She greeted us gaily with a wave.
2	in a way that shows you do not understand or care how what you do affects other people:
James gaily continued to offend everyone with his remarks.
3	with bright attractive colours: BRIGHTLY:
gaily lit shop windows

	8.
	embroidery  noun[count or uncount] 
a design of coloured stitches on cloth
a. [uncount] the activity of decorating cloth with coloured stitches

	9.
	crestfallen  adjective
sad and disappointed, especially when something has not succeeded

	10
	obtuseness  obtuse  adjective FORMAL 
someone who is obtuse does not understand explanations or situations quickly: I think he was being deliberately obtuse.

	11.
	loath  adjective FORMAL
very unwilling to do something: RELUCTANT:
loath to do something: Officials are loath to acknowledge the extent of their involvement.

	12.
	foreboding  noun [uncount]
a strong unpleasant feeling that something very bad is going to happen soon

	13.
	distraught  adjective
extremely worried, upset, or confused

	14.
	ruse  noun [count]
a plan or trick used for hiding your true intentions

	15.
	menace  noun
1	[count] someone or something that is dangerous and likely to cause harm: the growing menace of global pollution
menace to: The escaped prisoners are considered a menace to society.
2	[count] someone or something that annoys or threatens you:
The traffic menace grew, and the town began to suffer.
2a. [uncount] a threatening quality or feeling: an air of menace in his voice



Phrasal verbs, collocations, idioms and word combinations 
	1.
	romp verb
romp through something [transitive] INFORMAL to do something quickly and easily

	2.
	crimson adjective
go/turn crimson
if someone goes or turns crimson, their face becomes red because they are embarrassed or angry

	3.
	spring verb 
spring a leak
if a container or a boat springs a leak, it cracks or breaks so that water or other liquid can get in or out
spring a surprise
to tell someone something in order to surprise them
spring to life to begin to be active: The team's sluggish attack sprang to life in the second half.
spring to mind
if a thought or something you are trying to remember springs to mind, it comes into your mind suddenly: His name doesn't spring to mind immediately. 
spring a trap
	1	if an animal springs a TRAP, the trap closes on the animal so that it is caught
	2	to trick someone, especially after planning how you will do it
spring for [transitive] AMERICAN INFORMAL
spring for something: to pay for someone else's share of something:
I'll spring for dinner tonight.
spring from [transitive]
spring from someone/something: to come from a particular place, family, or situation: Hugh's interest in languages sprang from his upbringing in Spain.
spring on [transitive]
spring something on someone: to tell someone something that they do not expect:  They just sprang it on me at the office meeting.
spring up [intransitive]
to appear or be produced suddenly and quickly: In southern California new Internet companies were springing up every day.

	4.
	stir verb
 stir yourself
to make yourself move or do something: He knew he should really stir himself and get to work.
stir in [transitive]
to add something to a liquid or substance and mix it: Cook the mixture for 3 minutes, then stir in the flour.
stir into  [transitive]
1 stir something into something: to mix something into a liquid or substance: Crush the garlic, then stir it into the soup. 
2    stir someone into something: to force someone to do something by making them feel that they should do it:  Officials were stirred into action by public complaints.
stir up [transitive]
	1	to make someone feel enthusiastic about something:
stir up hatred/anger: 
	2	to make someone think about something: The scandal certainly stirred up interest in the business. He was accused of stirring up racial hatred. The sight of the school stirred up a lot of memories.
	3	to make water or dust move around

	5.
	run verb
run in [transitive]
	1	to drive a new vehicle slowly so that you do not damage the engine
	2	run someone in INFORMAL OLD-FASHIONED to find a criminal and take them to a police station: ARREST
run into [transitive]
1. run into someone: to meet someone when you did not expect to:
Guess who I ran into this morning?
2 run into someone/something: to hit someone or something by accident while you are driving: A truck ran into me (=hit my car) at the lights this morning.
run into trouble/difficulty/problems etc
to start to have trouble/difficulty/problems etc: Our project ran into difficulties when we lost a sponsor.
run off 
1 [intransitive] to suddenly leave a place or person:
Their dad ran off when they were little.
2 [transitive] to quickly print a copy of something:
Would you mind running off some more copies of the agenda?
3 [transitive] to quickly and easily write something such as a poem or speech: James can just run off a poem for any occasion.
4 [intransitive or transitive] if a liquid runs off or you run it off, it flows away from or out of something: This channel allows rainwater to run off.
5	[transitive] run someone off AMERICAN VERY INFORMAL to force someone to leave a place: They said Phil had run off with his wife's best friend. 
run off at the mouth AMERICAN SPOKEN
to talk too much
run off with [transitive] INFORMAL
1 run off with someone: to secretly leave a place with someone in order to marr them or have a sexual relationship with them
2	run off with something: to steal something or take it without permission
run on [intransitive]
	1	to continue for longer than expected or planned: I hope this meeting doesn't run on too long.
2	MAINLY AMERICAN to talk for a long time about something in a way that is boring. British usually go on.
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
