2. Talk about your favourite sport. Describe it mentioning the rules and equipment needed. Provide more detail using several special terms.
3. Talk about the role of sport in modern life. Is sport really important as part of healthy lifestyle? Do you ever follow international sporting events/the Olympic games? Why/why not?
	Sport (Am.E. Sports): I’m interested in sport. What’s your favourite sport? What sports do you like best? Are you good at sport? She doesn’t go in for team games. There are excellent facilities for sport and recreation. The use of drugs in sport is a controversial issue.
You can PLAY particular competitive sports: Do you play tennis/football?
GO+ -ING: I go skiing/skating/riding/sailing/dancing every week. 
DO or GO TO: I do aerobics twice a week. I go to judo on Mondays. Do you do a lot of sport?
Types of sport: indoor vs outdoor sports, team/water/winter sports, amateur vs professional sport, spectator sport (e.g. football, figure-skating), field sports (= Br.E. outdoor sports including fishing, hunting and shooting), competitive sports.
His main sporting interests are golf and tennis. The Cup match is a major sporting event. He joined a sports club. The sports centre offers a wide range of sporting activities.
Sports: archery, artistic gymnastics (callisthenics), athletics (Am.E. track-and-field), boxing, car racing, canoeing, cycling, discus/hammer/javelin throwing, diving, fencing, figure-skating, gymnastics, gliding, hang- gliding, high/long/triple jump, the hurdles (hurdle races), marathon (race), mountaineering, parachuting, pole vault(ing), race (run), relay, rowing, shot putting (the shot-put), skating, skiing: cross-country skiing, downhill skiing, ski-jump, slalom; sky diving, steeplechase, swimming, tobogganing, weight-lifting, windsurfing, wrestling, arm-wrestling, yachting.
She ran the 100 meters/the relay/the 300 meters hurdles.
Outdoor/Open-air games: badminton, baseball, basketball, cricket, football (Am.E. soccer), golf, hockey, netball, rugby, (lawn) tennis, volleyball, water polo.
Indoor games:  chess, draughts, squash, table tennis.
Athletes/Sportsmen: boxer, cyclist, figure-skater, jockey, mountaineer, racer, runner, skater, skier, swimmer, chess/basketball/draughts/football/golf/hockey/tennis/volleyball player.
Sporting events: championship, competition, 'contest, cup, (final, semi-final) match, tournament.
They take part in the National Basketball Association Championship. Do you follow the tennis tournament?
Participants: athlete, Br.E. sportsman/sportswoman, umpire (in baseball and tennis), referee (esp. in basketball, football and boxing), judge, opponent/rival, coach; crew (in rowing or yachting), national/Olympic/college team, sports commentator/ Am.E. sportscaster.
He is playing for the Chicago Bulls.
Names of teams: Names of American sports teams always start with THE, names of British sports teams almost never do. BUT they always take a plural verb.
The Jazz are playing the Chicago Bulls. Aston Villa have started the season well.
Audience: (sports/football) fan, spectator, sports enthusiast, (Br.E.) supporter. I’m an Arsenal supporter. Which team do you support?
Scoring system: best (record, fastest) time, to score/win a point, team scoring, to score a goal, scoreboard, to lose a match, to win by 2 points/goals, to get into the finals, to win a gold/silver medal.
The match ended in a draw/tie. The two teams drew/tied 2-2. How many points have they scored? What’s the score now? Our team won with the score of 6-4. (Br.E.) Newcastle beat Leeds four nil/by four goals to nil (4-0). He defeated the champion in three sets. The world champion has only 2 defeats in 20 fights. He set up a world/national record and won a cup. The world record was broken by a Russian athlete. She reached the final of the 100m hurdles.

Sports sites: gym, playing field, sports centre, sports hall, stadium (+ stands); golf course/link, football/cricket/rugby pitch, ice/skating rink, track, lanes (for runners), tennis court (grass or hard).
