	Cinema (esp BrE), the movies (AmE), cinematography, the film industry. It was one of the great successes of British cinema.
Cinema (BrE)/movie theater (AmE); to go to the cinema (BrE)/the movies (AmE): I used to go to the cinema every week. Let’s go to the movies tonight!
At the cinema: to buy tickets at the box office, to book tickets online, to watch/see a film/movie, wide screen, (the first) showing/screening.
The showing starts at 19.00. What’s on tonight? There’s a good film on this week.
Film, movie, motion picture.
Films/movies (genres): documentary, educational, popular scientific (or science) film, feature film, animated cartoon, drama, melodrama, action film, adventure film, musical, puppet film, thriller, comedy, slapstick comedy, romantic comedy, spoof, horror film, crime film,  murder mystery, Western, children’s film, wartime epic, costume drama, road movie, film noir, wide-screen, colour (black-and-white, silent/mute, sound, dubbed, full-length, short-length) film; two/three part film, series (TV drama series), a (classic) drama serial, the screen version/adaptation of the book/novel. It’s a star-studded film. The movie carries an R rating. The film has won three awards at international film festivals. The movie won nine Academy Awards, including Best Picture.
Likes and dislikes:  I just love a good… I find it… (entertaining, enjoyable, amusing); I don’t mind…but I much prefer…; I don’t usually go for…Instead, I’d rather watch…; Some… are alright, but generally I prefer…; I can’t stand… I find them… (predictable, stupid, tedious, depressing).
Parts of films: scene, outdoor/indoor scene, the opening/final scene, crowd scene, episode, still, shot, long shot, close-up, caption, subtitle(s), flash-back(s).
Cinema work: to shoot/produce/make a film, to film sth, to release a film, to come out (about a film); to make a screen adaptation of a novel, to adapt a novel for the screen, to film a novel; to remake a film, to be dubbed in Russian; co-production/joint production. The film will be released next year. The film was directed by Ingmar Bergman. They are filming in Paris right now.
Cinema workers: film crew, producer, film director, script-writer/screen writer, art director, costume designer, make-up artist, editor, camera-man, lighting technician, special effects engineer, sound engineer, stuntman, film critic.
Cinema-goers: film-goers (BrE)/movie goers (AmE), film fans, (the) audience, the public, viewers.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Actors and acting: the cast, comedian, leading actor, star, an actor of great promise, up-and-coming actor; to play the main/leading/key/title role, to star in a film; to play a supporting/minor role, to co-star; to portray a character, to give a convincing/memorable/captivating/brilliant/superb portrayal of…, to give a magnificent performance as…(in), to create a true-to-life image, to make the most of the role, to bring to life on the screen; a typical X role, a new X film; to be miscast, to be cast to advantage. He took the Best Actor award. Her brilliant performance impressed me greatly.
Effect. Impression: the film deals with (depicts, presents…); the message of the film; to win universal acclaim; to leave a deep and lasting impression on sb; to appeal to the audience; a masterpiece; to be a hit with the public; to be a flop; to leave sb cold; empty of serious content; not a film to everyone’s taste; not an easy film to watch; obscure and complex ideas. The movie has been a box office success/smash.
Positive adjectives to describe a film: absorbing, amusing, delightful, enjoyable, (thoroughly) entertaining, gripping, vividly dramatic, technically brilliant, hilarious, memorable, moving, powerful.
Negative adjectives to describe a film: depressing, dragged-out, impenetrable, predictable, overrated, slow-moving, soppy, stupid, tedious.
