	Education: education system, compulsory education, further education, higher education.
Schools in Great Britain: nursery school, primary school (infant school and junior school), secondary school, comprehensive school, grammar school, public school (e.g. Eton, Harrow), private school, boarding school. 
She attends/goes to primary school. What is the school-leaving age in Great Britain? At the age of 16 pupils take Ordinary Level Exams (‘O’ Levels). Pupils stay on at school in the Sixth Form to prepare for Advanced Level Exams (‘A’ Levels). General Certificate of Education (GCE), General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE).
Further education: a polytechnic (courses are more practically oriented), a college of higher/further education, a teacher-training college, a technical college, a state/private university.
University structure and facilities: a non-residential/residential college, a hall of residence, a dormitory, a laboratory, a library, a gym (with changing rooms and showers), facilities for sport and P.E., a playing ground, a tennis court, a lecture hall, a classroom. Students’ Council/Union, students’ societies. Department/Chair of foreign languages.
Many students live in hall. At Oxford university students have tutorials every week. Academic year: a term (Br.E.)/semester (Am.E). The academic year usually has three terms of ten weeks each.
Subjects and courses: main/core subjects; more academic/scientific subjects; compulsory/required vs optional/elective courses; to take/do a course in … She wants to do a French course. 
I specialize in (Br.E.)/major in (Am.E.) linguistics/translation/teaching foreign languages/Russian sign language.
Syllabus (=outline of a single course); curriculum (=a list of all courses offered by a school or college). This subject is not on the curriculum any more. Curriculum planning is a very challenging task. We have a new timetable every term.
Many students prefer practical classes and seminars and dislike lectures.
If you skip classes, you’ll probably fail your end-of-term test.
Students: undergraduate (1st/2nd/3d/4th year) s-s, junior/senior s-s, full-time/part-time s-s, postgraduate s-s, a graduate. 
She is a student at Cambridge University. She studies at the Royal College of Art. She is studying to be a translator. She graduated from university last year.
Teaching staff/academics: a lecturer, a reader, a professor, a tutor, a don (at Oxford). Administrators: a dean (a dean’s office), Head of Chair.
Exams and qualifications: to take/retake/do/sit/resit an exam. I’m taking an exam tomorrow. He did well in/passed an exam. She did badly in/failed an exam. Final examinations (finals) are held in June. I always revise for an exam.
Continuous assessment, marks (e.g. 65%), grades (e.g. A+, B, B-). She is an A-student.
Academic degrees: to earn a Bachelor’s/Master’s degree, to get a PhD (Doctor of Philosophy). B.A. (Bachelor of Arts), B.S. (Bachelor of Science), B.Ed (Bachelor of Education). M.A. (Master of Arts), M.B.A. (Master of Business Administration). 
Financing: Many students finance their own studies. She won a scholarship to study at Oxford. Do students get grants for further education? Do you pay tuition?
